Committee Achievements:

Due to its nature, the BCMC interacts less with the public than other VALE committees.  Nonetheless, the Committee has proudly accomplished many tasks in the year of 2007-08, all of which will likely have a long-term impact.  The Committee accomplishments are listed below: 

· In 2003 and 2006, the Committee studied the technical services functions among the VALE libraries via questionnaire surveys.  The survey results have been posted on the Committee website. The 2006 survey results were also presented at the VALE Annual Conference in January 2007. The survey will help VALE library directors and technical services managers with strategic planning. 
· In spring 2007, the BCMC spearheaded the creation of a statewide collaborative cataloging effort, officially called the New Jersey NACO Program. Fourteen institutions currently participate in the program. The newly formed cooperative leverages the skills and expertise of catalogers at small and mid-size institutions to improve access to resources related to New Jersey both within the state and elsewhere. The New Jersey NACO Program is affiliated with the Program for Cooperative Cataloging at the Library of Congress. As of June 2008, two institutions (The New Jersey State Library and The College of New Jersey library) have been granted independent status.
· In fall 2007, the BCMC launched the Committee wiki (http://valebcmc.pbwiki.com/). This wiki is being developed for communication and resource sharing. The aim of the wiki is for committee members to learn applicable cataloging policies and procedures among comparable institutions so that duplication of effort can be avoided and knowledge can be exchanged. It is hoped that, through collaborative effort, state-wide cataloging guidelines can be established in preparation for the future New Jersey State integrated library system.
· The Committee initiated contact with the following VALE committees in spring 2008 and formal liaison relationship has been established. 

· Cooperative Collection Management Committee

· Digital Media Committee

· Training Committee

· Reference Services Committee

· Website Committee 
Committee liaisons are expected to report regularly at regular BCMC meetings.

· The Committee approved and adopted a new committee structure in June 2008. The new structure is set to have a chair, a vice chair/chair elect and a secretary. The responsibilities and terms of the officers are also established. The Committee will be operated under the new structure in the fall of 2008. 
Issues to be resolved:
The reviewer of the NJ NACO Program has left the VALE community for another position. A tentative plan has been arranged so that records created by the funnel participants can be reviewed and revised to meet the NACO standards. Princeton University Library’s NACO team has agreed to temporarily take over the task. This arrangement will be evaluated on a regular basis.

Objectives for 2008-09:
1. To continue to support the NJ NACO Program for it to be fully independent and functional.

2. To actively participate in the NJVid Project and help establish a metadata system for metadata to be easily entered by non-catalogers and for resources to be fully accessible and understandable by end-users.
3. To continue to support other VALE activities related to bibliographic control (e.g. Cooperative Collection Management Project.)

4. To actively participate in the future OLS initiative.

Resources needed:

BCMC is currently using a free wiki software (PB wiki) as the committee wiki for internal communication and resource sharing. The capacity to store files is minimal (10 MB). BCMC would like to ask for financial support from VALE to purchase additional wiki storage space. Alternatively, VALE can help set up the BCMC wiki on the VALE server, if possible.

BCMC would like to request for $60.00 a year for refreshments to be served at the committee’s regular meetings (three meetings: fall, spring and summer.)
