It’s been a busy year, with lots of changes to staffing.  We lost several senior members of the department to promotion and retirement.

Professional Level:

· Su Hu was promoted to the Head of Collection Development/Acquisitions April 2007

· After almost two years as Acting Head, Chung Lone was promoted to the Head of the Multimedia Dept. August 2007.  Chung continues to catalog all media and music scores.
· A search to replace Chung was conducted over the Spring 2008 semester, and her replacement is expected to start work sometime in August.
Support Staff:

· One Senior Library Asst has been out on extended sick leave for most of the fiscal year.

· Two promotions:  one to Technical Library Asst and one to Principal Library Asst.  (our ranks run Senior = beginning/Principal/Technical)

Projects
· Authority Work:

· Mei Ling Chow worked on creating name and corporate headings as part of NACO.  For the corporate headings, she concentrated on tracing & making sense of the numerous changes that have been made over the years to the MSU departments.

· Cleaning up Unauthorized Headings for 1xx and 7xx fields
· Sirsi Director’s Station:  tested the product’s capabilities & usefulness for providing information on the Library system’s use.  In addition to providing lots of statistical data, the product can provide a picture of how the catalog is actually being used by patrons by giving lists of search keys used.   

· VLCC (VALE Last Copy Collection) Project:  Drafted procedures & processed close to 400 titles for inclusion in the virtual collection.
· WCAT (World Cat Analysis Tool) Pilot Project:  Analyzed the MSU collection in Music (Scores & books) and ordered $5,000 worth of material

Miscellaneous Project
· MSU Library in Second Life:  
· The College of Humanities & Social Sciences at MSU has a presence in the virtual world Second Life.  The ‘owner’, AJ Kelton, met  with the librarians in the Fall and offered us land plus a building for a library. 
· Mei Ling Chow & Kathleen Hughes were on a Library committee to study the feasibility of creating a presence. The Committee recommended taking Kelton up on his offer.
· Kathleen Hughes spent the Spring semester learning how to build (& shop!) in Second Life.  The resulting library opened in April  (http://slurl.com/secondlife/Montclair%20State%20CHSS/134/251/22 -- requires that Second Life software be loaded on pc to access)
